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近日，我院王乐凡博士作为第一作者在System期刊发表最新研究文章。该文聚焦中国高校外语专业多语学习者，探究国家认同、外语认同与多语认同的互动及潜在张力。研究拓展了多语学习身份认同理论，提供了中国教育环境下的经验证据，并为课程思政背景下的学习者身份建构、语言学习支持以及跨语资源运用提供建议。此外，研究在方法上创新地融合了Q方法与引导隐喻分析，既刻画了学习者主观态度的典型模式，又揭示了其背后的深层概念与情感逻辑，为应用语言学领域的创新研究方法运用提供了参考。
据悉，System期刊是国际教育技术和应用语言学杂志，是SSCI一区重要期刊之一，我校认定为B1级科研成果。该期刊致力于将教育技术和应用语言学应用于外语教学和学习问题。重视各国所有语言（如英语、汉语、阿拉伯语等）作为第二语言或外语的学习和教学。该期刊要求文章具有扎实的理论基础和为广大读者提供可见的实际应用。王乐凡老师在该期刊刊发的研究成果，标志着我院教师在多语学习和研究理论和方法取得重要进展。

with strong national and Japanese identity; and 3) a passive multilingual leamer with strong
national identity. The findings suggest that all participants exhibited strong national identity,
which did not directly conflict with their language learning identities. Moreover, English and
Japanese identities did not inherently compete. Instead, leamers’ preferences depended on
perceived difficulty, cultural resonance, and personal relevance to the target languages. A su-
perordinate multilingual identity was observed among certain learners, while others demon-
strated weaker self-identification with general multilingualism. Based on these insights, we
discuss the implications for future foreign language education and multilingual research within
the Chinese context and beyond.

1. Introduction

Learning foreign languages (FLs) is not only a cognitive endeavor of acquiring linguistic knowledge but also a deeply personal
process involving the socio-cultural practices of the target language(s) being learned (Block, 2007); this process may transfer and
reconstruct the multiple identities of language learners (Kramsch, 2013). In contrast, the various identities would profoundly impact
the FL learners’ language learning. For example, the alignment of one’s identity and the target language is believed to enhance the
learner’s investment in language learning (Norton, 2015) and help them persist and excel in their learning (Norton, 1995); a stronger
self-identification with the language being learned can increase the motivation (Drnyei, 2005, 2009), and optimize the emotional
well-beings (Barcelos, 2015) of language learners; however, resistance and disinvestment of FL learning could be caused by tensions
between the learners” identities and the target language(s) (e.g., Liao et al,, 2020; Z. Wang etal, 2021). Therefore, understanding how
the FL learners position themselves in relation to the language(s) being learned as well as the external world is vital for gaining ‘a
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
